TRASH TALK

Starting to mow? The Town does not pick up grass clippings. We recommend that you use mulching
blades and return the clippings to the yard or compost them. If you must dispose of the clippings, the
Henderson County Transfer station located at 802 Stoney Mountain Road will accept these materials.
There is a fee for the disposal.

Please follow the guidelines for trash disposal using the roll-out cans! All trash must be bagged within the roll-
out trash receptacle! This is to prevent trash from blowing out when the can is lifted into the truck. If Public
Works employees discover the contents are not bagged, they will tag the can and not pick up the contents! Do
not leave bags of trash outside of the rolling carts or leave the carts in the roadway.

The Town does not pickup televisions, computer components, grills, or other items. These items are
not allowed in landfills in North Carolina and must be disposed of at the Henderson County Convenience
Center on Stoney Mountain Road. Some electronics retailers offer in-store drop-off programs for elec-
tronics of all kinds, from computers to fax machines. Some offer recycling kiosks for items such as ink
and toner cartridges, rechargeable batteries, cords, and cables, and will accept most electronic gear at
the customer service counters.
